Odyaccording to bis promes Denta8yrs.that he Wolde neuer leans lus Church deflitute of 4
Prophet 5 b ithe from time to time accomplfbed the [ame : whofe office was not onely to de=
clare vnto the peoplethethingstocome, whereof they had a fpecial reuelation, but alfo tointerpret &*
declare the Law,and to applie partcularly the dollriney contesned lrifely therern, to the wiilyiie &
profice of thofe, to whome thev thoght 1t cluefly to appericine yand us ihe time and flate of things
requred. And principally in the declaratzon of the Lawe tley bad refpech 1o thre things o whihr
were the grounde of thewr doctrvae: Frvfto the dolrine conterined briefly in the twotablis:fecondely tothe
prom: fesgr threatenings of the Law:rthirdely,to the conennantof grace ¢ reconvliatron,growded vp-
on our Sauionr Iefus Chraft ,who w the end of the Law . Whereunto thes nehcr added nor dimens-
fhed , but farhfully expounded the [enfe and meaning thereof. And according as God gane them
wnderftanding of things , thei applied the promifes particularly for the comfort of the Church and
the members thereof , and allo denosnced the menaces againft the encmes of the fame : not for
ante care or regarde to the enemiess but to affure the Charcy of their fanegardeby the deflrs-
hon of their enemies . And @ touching the dactrine of reconcihation they bane more deare-
ly sntreated 1t then Mofés, and fit forthe more linely Iefus Chrsftin whome tls conenant of recon~
ethation was made .
